#1 Fur not well clipped. Iodine scrub should be used alternating with alcohol scrub in concentric pattern.

Thank you for this comment. We completely remove the fur and demonstrated this in the video. We use standard povidone iodide (iodophor) disinfection alternating with alcohol scrub and the mice are disinfected for three times. We modified the video （video time 01:37-01:45）and show disinfection in a concentric pattern and described this in the manuscript at procedure 1.6.

#2 Is donor animal euthanized?

Yes. All the donor mice are euthanized when the nephrectomy is finished. We have added a respective description in the manuscript (procedure 2.11).

#3 Suturing should happen with muscle layer first and then skin layer. Video makes it look like both done together

#4 Pain meds Need to mention analgesia in video. Analgesic mentioned in manuscript is not sufficient.  Should use Buprenorphine SR. (ex. Line 128)

[bookmark: _Hlk105496475]We use Metamizol 200 mg/kg per os plus Carprofen (5mg/kg) s.c for postoperative analgesia as standard. According to our long-term observation, this postoperative anesthesia is sufficient in the majority of the cases. If there are slight signs of an insufficient analgesia buprenorphine 0.05 mg/kg is additionally given every 8 h s.c.. Most of the mice do not show pain and discomfort. We always also appropriately increase the anesthetic drugs according to the performance of the mice. Please see section 4.9 in the protocol and the modification in the video. Thank you.
